	Los Angeles City Council IGR Committee Actions

The Los Angeles City Council Intergovernmental Relations (IGR) Committee today recommended a support position on AB 901 (Nunez) which would add accountability and oversight to the distribution of Proposition 1B transit bond funds.  The committee also referred a staff report and resolution supporting SB 974 (Lowenthal), which would impose a user fee on the owner of any container cargo moving through the Ports of Los Angeles, Long Beach or Oakland, to the Energy and the Environment Committee’s next meeting agenda for Wednesday July 18th.

Media Inquiry Regarding Metro Orange Line Joint Development Projects

The Los Angeles Business Journal this week inquired about future and potential joint development projects on the Metro Orange Line.  Staff reported that there several projects now considered for joint development along the alignment.  Metro is in the middle of its RFP process for development of 16.5 acres of property at the nexus of the Metro Red and Orange Lines in North Hollywood.  Metro expects to present its recommendations to select a national developer to the Metro Board in September.  Metro is also in negotiations for a joint development at Balboa and Victory.  At the Sepulveda Station, Metro also is preparing to go to the Board with development guidelines for its property, currently used as a park & ride lot.  Staff is also preliminarily evaluating its acreage at Canoga to determine what sort of development can be done at this Metro Orange Line terminus.  The story is expected to run on Monday.
