	List of Los Angeles County Transportation Earmarks in House-Senate Conference Report

The U.S. House of Representatives has voted to adopt the conference report for the Fiscal Year 2008 Transportation and Housing appropriations bill. The U.S. Senate is expected to adopt this conference report next month. For your review, please find attached a list of Los Angeles County transportation projects that received earmarks in the conference report.

As was shared with you in a Daily Brief on November 14, 2007, the 534 page conference report outlines $105 billion in spending, including $9.6 billion for the Federal Transit Administration and $40 billion for the Federal Highway Administration. Specifically, the conference report provided Metro with $80 million for the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension, an amount consistent with the project’s Full Funding Grant Agreement.  The conference report also includes $16.7 million in Small Starts funding for the Metro Rapid System Gap Closure Program, which will expand Metro Rapid to eight additional corridors.  The conference report (Sec. 169, page 66) also includes language repealing the longstanding prohibition on the use of federal funds for subway tunneling in the City of Los Angeles.

President Bush is expected to veto this conference report because the measure includes a dollar amount that exceeds his budget request.

Board of Directors Digital Archive Now Online

As part of my commitment to maximize communication opportunities, we have created an online archive of board documents and made every effort to ensure it is as complete as possible. It is my hope that this tool will provide better access to our primary public documents spanning the past 50 years of public oversight and ownership of the transit system. Board documents from 1993 to the present are now available as full-text searchable digital documents on Metro.net. 
The archive contains agendas, reports, minutes, Board Box and other Board documents, as well as our predecessor agencies board meeting minutes from March 1958 through March 1993. There are search limiter check boxes available to focus searching by the various document types. A link to the digital archive is available on the Board of Directors Archived Meeting Materials page, click on Search Board Meeting Materials to get to the interface. Links are also available via the Dorothy Peyton Gray Transportation Library & Archive webpage.
