Metro Rail System Service Alerts

Metro Green Line

Starting Sunday, July 13 through Thursday, July 17 trains will run every 18 minutes due to system maintenance (additional information regarding system changes is provided in the attached notification).

Metro Red/Purple Line

On Friday, July 11, 2008 after 9:00 p.m., Purple Line passengers traveling to or from Wilshire/Western or Wilshire/Normandie need to transfer at Wilshire/Vermont due to system maintenance: All trains will use the lower level. Shuttle trains will leave Wilshire/Western two minutes later than regular schedule. 

Than starting Sunday through Thursday, July 13-17 at 9:00 p.m., all Purple Line passengers traveling to or from Wilshire/Western or Wilshire/Normandie need to transfer at Wilshire/Vermont due to system maintenance.  At Wilshire/Vermont, Purple Line trains will use the lower level, Red Line trains to Union Station will be on the upper level and Red Line trains to North Hollywood will be on the lower level.  Shuttle trains will leave Wilshire/Western two minutes later than regular schedule. Red Line trains will leave four minutes later than regular schedule.
