Procurement Posting - I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project
We issued an Invitation for Bids on Friday, October 10, 2008 for the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from October 10, 2008 through February 6, 2009 (and possibly longer depending on possible extension of time to the procurement).

This project is a Design Build effort to design and construct a continuous 10-mile High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) lane, northbound on the I-405 and lane standardization to portions of the southbound I-405 from the I-10 to Ventura Boulevard.  The I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project will pick up the northbound HOV lane from National Boulevard and carry it all the way through to Greenleaf Street just south of U.S. Highway 101 (US-101) interchange and standardize a portion of the southbound I-405 lanes between Ventura Boulevard and National Boulevard.  
The requirements of the Project include the design, manufacture, supply, construction, installation, verification, testing and acceptance of the HOV Lanes, widening of undercrossing structures at various locations, replacement of overcrossing structures at various locations and Information Technology Service elements at various locations for ten miles from the I-10 to Ventura Boulevard.
