Halloween on Hollywood Boulevard Service Impacts
Today, due to the Halloween festivities on Hollywood Boulevard we will be increasing evening and night capacity to all trains on the Metro Red Line from four to six cars to address any issues that may arise in the Hollywood District.  In the past, there have been organized events between Vine and La Brea on Hollywood Boulevard which has generated large numbers of passengers.  This year, we have not been made aware of any organized events.  However, we are certain that there will be a good number of people who will use the Metro Red Line to travel into the area just to walk the Boulevard.

As for buses, the West Hollywood festivities will result in major street closures to Santa Monica Boulevard and San Vicente Boulevard (at the location of our Metro Bus Division 7).  Several Metro buses will be detoured starting at 1 p.m.  In particular, Metro lines 4, 704, 10, 105 and 305 will be affected.  East/west Metro Lines 4 and 704, along Santa Monica Boulevard, and Line 10, on Melrose Avenue, will be detoured onto Beverly Boulevard west of Fairfax. North/south Metro lines 105 on La Cienega Boulevard will travel only as far north as Santa Monica and Line 305 on San Vicente Boulevard will detour via Doheny Drive between Beverly and Sunset boulevards.  Lines will return to regular service at 6 a.m. Saturday, November 1, 2008.  
Media Inquiry on San Gabriel Valley Transit Ridership
Today, the San Gabriel Valley Tribune inquired about transit ridership increases in the San Gabriel Valley.  San Gabriel Valley Service Sector General Manager reported that ridership increased 13 percent year-over-year in the region, with the El Monte Busway showing a 17 percent increase.  We have added service on the El Monte Busway in the morning and afternoon periods, and recently implemented two Metro Rapid Lines in the region.  The story is expected to run over the weekend.
