This morning, I participated in a live radio interview on AirTalk with Larry Mantle on KPCC regarding the passage of Measure R.  We discussed the implementation plan for Measure R funds and talked about phase two of the Expo Line as well as the Foothill Extension of the Metro Gold Line, being the first projects to receive the benefits of Measure R.  In addition, we discussed that the Metro Green Line Extension to LAX as well as the Crenshaw Corridor will be next up for funding. There was talk of extending the subway system along Wilshire and I reminded the audience that building subways are complicated and take a long time, however we are looking at various technologies that could possibly speed up that process by having a “fleet” of tunnel boring machines operating at the same time. I also noted that any extension to the subway will have to be built in segments and will need federal dollars as well as funding from Measure R.
Carolyn Flowers Honored by Women’s Transportation Seminar – LA Chapter
Yesterday, Chief Operations Officer Carolyn Flowers was honored by the Women’s Transportation Seminar- Los Angeles Chapter as “Woman of the Year” at their 22nd Annual Scholarship and Awards dinner at the Millennium Biltmore Hotel.  The award honors women who serve as role models, who contribute to the advancement of women and minorities, and who advance the reputation and credibility of women through their career achievements in the transportation industry. Metro Red Line Late Night Weekend Service Press Event Time Change
We have rescheduled the start time for the November 17 Metro Red Line Late Night Weekend Service press event to 9:30 a.m.  It was previously scheduled to begin at 10:30 a.m. The time was changed so that the event does not conflict with another transportation press conference scheduled that same morning.
During the press event, Metro will join L.A. City Councilmembers Jose Huizar, Wendy Greuel, Eric Garcetti and a host of approximately 20 prominent L.A. venues who together contributed more than $54,000 to sponsor late night weekend service on the Metro Red Line during the holiday season.  The event will take place at the 7th/Metro Red Line Station platform.

Continued Bus Detours for Proposition 8 Demonstrations
Today, we received word that there would be additional Prop 8 demonstrations this afternoon and evening.  As of 5 p.m. the demonstrators have cleared from Santa Monica Boulevard and have congregated in front of the Federal Building at Wilshire Boulevard and Sepulveda Boulevard.  The only impact on our bus service is that Eastbound Wilshire Boulevard is closed to all vehicle traffic with Westbound Wilshire Boulevard open but congested.  Lines, 20, 720 and 920 (Wilshire Lines) are the only lines detoured.  Eastbound runs have been diverted as follows: Eastbound Wilshire; to southbound Barrington; eastbound Olympic; northbound Beverly Glen; to eastbound Wilshire.   Bus Operations has deployed a five man Supervisor team to direct the buses as the street closures change in the area of the demonstrations.  It is a fluid situation at this time with other closures and detours possible as the evening progresses.
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
