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	Discussion on Transportation Planning Initiatives and Public Policy
On Thursday, January 15, 2009, I spoke to 50 Public Policy students at UCLA about our role as the regional transportation planner, builder, and operator in Los Angeles County.  I discussed the challenges that we face in continuing to improve our services despite the funding shortfalls we are experiencing and the opportunities and options that we are actively pursuing.  Additionally, I informed them about the various tools that we employ in mitigating traffic congestion in the County, including our impressive fleet of CNG buses, 26 Metro Rapid Lines, the successful Metro Orange Line, transit oriented joint development projects, and our coordination with the other counties and transit agencies in dealing with the goods movement situation.  I also gave students an overview of our funding resources, expenditures, and the various transit programs and construction projects that we are currently working on.

Expo Light Rail – Construction Notice
Starting on February 6, 2009 through Friday March 27, 2009 there will be a temporary realignment of traffic lanes on Arlington Avenue in the Mid-Corridor area of the Expo Light Rail Line. 
What:    Temporary realignment of traffic lanes

When:   February 6, 2009 through March 27, 2009
Where: Northbound and southbound Arlington Avenue traffic lanes will be narrowed to one lane in each direction at the intersection of Exposition Boulevard.

Traffic Impacts:    

Both northbound and southbound Arlington Avenue will remain open to thru traffic. However, traffic lanes will be reduced to one lane of traffic in each direction in order to accommodate the placement of the temporary sewer bypass pumping system that will be securely located in the center of Arlington Avenue, north of Exposition Boulevard.

Directional signage, electronic message boards and flagmen will be used to safely direct drivers and pedestrians around the construction zones in order to minimize the disruption to traffic.

· Parking on Arlington Avenue will be restricted during this construction activity. 

· Parking restrictions in all construction areas will be strictly enforced at all times.
