	Channel 7 Story on CNG Safety
Yesterday, there was an explosion at California Linen Service in Pasadena involving a linen delivery truck that was being filled with compressed natural gas (CNG).  This afternoon, a reporter from Channel 7 who was following up on that incident, that left one man seriously injured, met with Richard Hunt, San Fernando Valley Service Sector General Manager.  They were aware that we operate the largest CNG transit fleet in the country, and wanted to know how we operate with a very high level of safety.

He reviewed our overall CNG safety record and fueling procedures.  Additionally, he discussed and demonstrated the precautions that we take when fueling our buses, the safety systems at our operating divisions and on-board our buses, and the continual improvement in vehicle technology as it relates to fuel safety and vehicle maintenance.  He also discussed our proactive vehicle maintenance program and our CNG safety training program.

The story may run this evening on the 5:00 o’clock news.

Pasadena Marathon Service Impacts
On Sunday, March 22, 2009, the Pasadena Marathon presented by Kaiser Permanente is scheduled to take place.  The event will feature a full & half marathon, bike tour, and 5k community run/walk.  The event will start and end at Pasadena City College with a day-long Finish Festival at that site.  An estimated 8,000 people are expected to participate with an additional 5,000 – 8,000 spectators along the course.
Beginning at 5:00 a.m. on race day, Pasadena Police will assume control of the streets with restricted vehicular access only through designated intermittent traffic control points and those streets not affected by the route.  Streets will re-open according to a 17 minute per mile time clock.
