	Metro Secures Funds from Federal Transit Security Grant Program
The U.S. Department of Homeland Security has announced that we will be receiving a Fiscal Year 2009 transit security grant in the amount of $8,458,478.  The Transit Security Grant Program (TSGP) provides grant funding to the nation’s key high-threat urban areas to enhance security measures for their critical transit infrastructure including bus, ferry and rail systems. Transit agencies eligible for Fiscal Year 2009 TSGP funding were identified using a comprehensive, empirically-grounded risk analysis model.  According to the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, the risk methodology for the TSGP is consistent across modes and is linked to the risk methodology used to determine eligibility for the core Department of Homeland Security state and local grant programs. 

President Obama Nominates Candidate for Top FTA Post
President Obama has announced his intent to nominate Peter Rogoff as the administrator of the Federal Transit Administration (FTA).  The nominee has served on Capitol Hill for over two decades, with much of that time spent as the Staff Director of the Transportation, Housing and Urban Development Appropriations Subcommittee in the U.S. Senate.  Rogoff has worked to guide three surface transportation bills through Congress, beginning with ISTEA in 1991.  The nominee is familiar with our bus and rail system and was involved, in his capacity as Staff Director, in reviewing our $491 million Eastside Full Funding Grant Agreement.  Rogoff earned his MBA degree at the McDonough School of Business at Georgetown University and his B.A. degree in American Studies at Amherst College.  The Board will be kept apprised as to when the U.S. Senate will consider and act on Peter Rogoff’s nomination to serve as the FTA’s next administrator.
