	Metro Holds Quarterly Legislative Briefing
Today, I had the opportunity to meet with Federal, State and Los Angeles City Council legislative aides representing elected officials from across Los Angeles County. We made presentations on the implementation of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act Implementation, Metro’s Sustainability Program as well as updates on Measure R and the Transit Corridor Studies.

On Monday, Monday, April 27, 2009, we will be holding a Solar Panel/Energy Efficiency Press Event at our Support Services Center Bus Bay 1.  We are working with Chevron Energy Solutions, LADWP and The Gas Company in a public/private partnership to transform the agency's massive support services facility into a state-of-the-art, energy efficient complex.  It will incorporate the transit industry’s largest solar energy system and a host of other energy conservation upgrades that could cut the facility’s $1.1 million yearly electricity bills by nearly 50 percent.  It follows the success of three previous Metro solar generation projects at Bus Divisions 8, 15 and 18 in the South Bay and San Fernando Valley.  The event will also include a rooftop media tour.
