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	Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension - Powered Train Test from Union Station to Mission Street 

At approximately noon today, a powered train test occurred from Union Station to Mission Street marking another important milestone for the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension Project.  This test follows the first test that occurred on March 11, 2009 from 1st/Lorena to Pomona/Atlantic.  Power is now available at all six traction power substations along the six mile alignment.  As construction activities in the 1.9 miles of the underground portion of the alignment near completion, the last train test will occur before Pre-Revenue Operations which is scheduled to begin in early May 2009.

The incident occurred when the security guard, performing a sweep of the station prior to closing of the station for overnight cleaning and maintenance, encountered an individual asleep on a bench as a result of being intoxicated.  An altercation ensued.  Sentencing will take place April 14, 2009
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
