	LA City Council Approves Proceeding with Congestion Reduction Demonstration Project Agreements
Today, the Los Angeles City Council authorized LADOT to execute agreements with us to receive federal grant funds of $15 million for the Intelligent Parking Management Project and $1 million for the Transit Priority System in downtown Los Angeles.  These are the two LA City components of the Congestion Reduction Demonstration (CRD) Project.  The Intelligent Parking Management Project, known as ExpressPark, will utilize vehicle sensors and a real-time parking guidance system to optimize the utilization of public on and off-street parking in the downtown Los Angeles area.  The intended result is a reduction in traffic congestion and pollution associated with drivers searching for parking.  The Transit Priority System would install bus-signal priority technology on Figueroa Street between Wilshire Blvd. and Adams Blvd. and on Flower Street between Wilshire Blvd. and Olympic Blvd. to enhance transit operations.

At last week's Transportation Committee meeting, Councilmember Jan Perry's staff voiced support for these components of the CRD Project but said the Councilmember had concerns for the widening of Adams Blvd. at this time.  Metro staff addressed the committee stating that the project is in its early planning stages and Metro will work with Councilmember Perry to address the issues she has raised.
Update on Metro Security Guard Sentencing
This morning a superior court judge sentenced a Metro security guard to 90 days in jail (to be served on weekends) as a result of his conviction on three misdemeanor charges.  As reported yesterday, the three misdemeanor charges of battery, false imprisonment and filing a false police report arising out of an incident occurring on August 21, 2008 at the 7th and Flower, Metro Redline Station.  The security guard is also restricted from carrying a fire arm for 18 months.  Our defense counsel Jim Reiss will be filing a motion for new trial.
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
