Later this month the House Transportation & Infrastructure Committee is expected to begin work on the surface transportation bill that will replace SAFETEA-LU, which expires on September 30, 2009.  Chairman James Oberstar (D-MN) expects his committee to begin issuing an outline of the new bill in the days ahead and to possibly begin hearings towards the latter part of this month.  Metro’s reauthorization principles were approved by the Board this past April.  Please find attached a summary of the political process the authorization bill must follow towards adoption into law, a list of lawmakers on key transportation-related committees, and a list of our project and programmatic priorities with respect to the new authorization bill.  I look forward to updating all Board members on the discussions I had this week in Washington, DC regarding the new surface transportation bill that will be considered by Congress this year.
