	Third Bus Operator Charged with Embezzlement
 

On August 5, 2009 the District Attorney filed embezzlement charges against a Metro bus operator who allegedly loaded 199 TAP cards with $5 day passes and collected no fares. Apparently, these cards were then routed to someone who sold them on the street for a discount. A few days after charges were filed, the District Attorney sent a letter to the operator advising him of the charges brought against him. The operator will have until August 26, 2009 to appear in court and failure to appear will result in an arrest warrant being issued. 

This is the third incident of this type occurring within the last two months involving bus operators allegedly loading TAP cards and selling them on the street. Investigations involving other bus operators are continuing by the Sheriff's Department and other charges may be filed by the District Attorney.  
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
