On Monday, January 11th, Board Chair Ara Najarian held his Northern Corridor Cities Committee meeting. The meeting is held on a quarterly basis to update the Northern Corridor cities of Agoura Hills, Burbank, Calabasas, Glendale, Hidden Hills, La Canada Flintridge, Lancaster, Malibu, Palmdale, San Fernando, Santa Clarita and Westlake Village on our various issues and projects. Staff briefed the group on our Public Private Partnership program and the High Desert Corridor (HDC), SB375/AB32 and its impacts on cities, High Speed Rail (HSR), and the Congestion Mitigation Fee to name a few. Government Affairs staff provided an update on Federal/State legislation including the Governor’s proposal to eliminate all State funding for Transportation and the status of the Job’s and Stimulus Bills and Appropriations. The next meeting will be held in April 2010.
New ‘Dynamic’ Lane to Be Launched on SR-110
Last week, the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) issued a press release announcing the launching of a ‘Dynamic’ lane at the northbound Pasadena Freeway (SR-110) connector to the northbound Golden State Freeway (I-5).

The ‘Dynamic’ lane will operate as an optional connector lane during peak hours and a through-lane on SR-110 during general hours. This solution has not been employed anywhere else in the state, and will allow smart-system technology to increase traffic capacity at a location where space is restricted. During the initial phase the system will be automatically activated between 3 p.m. and 7p.m. on weekdays only. After that phase, the system will be activated based on real-time traffic demand.
