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	Eastside Transit Corridor Phase 2 Draft EIS/EIR Public Scoping Meetings
Last week, four public scoping meetings for the Eastside Transit Corridor Phase 2 Draft Environmental Impact Statement/Report (DEIS/DEIR) were held on the evenings of Monday, February 22nd, 2010, Wednesday, February 24th, 2010, Thursday, February 25th, 2010, and on the morning of Saturday, February 27th, 2010. Over 310 people attended the meetings, which took place in the cities of Pico Rivera, South El Monte, Montebello and Santa Fe Springs/Whittier. At each meeting, participants were asked to give their input on the project’s critical environmental issues, its purpose and need, and on the two Light Rail Transit alternatives (State Route 60 and Washington Boulevard) in addition to the required No-Build and Transportation System Management alternatives. A high level of support for the project was demonstrated at the meetings, and over 90 participants provided oral testimony.
Some of the high-priority topics/issues raised by meeting participants included:
· Accessibility to Downtown Los Angeles

· Linking communities through Light Rail Transit

· Safety

· Potential effects on property values

· Local economic development

· Traffic impacts

· Local business impacts 

The Eastside Transit Corridor Phase 2 DEIS/DEIR will study the following four alternatives: No-Build, Transportation System Management, State Route 60 Light Rail Transit and Washington Boulevard Light Rail Transit. This study is evaluating alternatives to extend the Gold Line Eastside Extension from its existing terminus at Atlantic and Pomona Boulevards to cities farther east. Public Scoping comments will be taken through April 14, 2010.
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
