I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project Construction Update

As part of the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project and in preparation for the relocation of Sepulveda Boulevard to the east, the Contractor in conjunction with the Los Angeles Department of Water and Power will relocate the overhead power lines on Sepulveda Boulevard between Montana Avenue and Sunset Boulevard. This activity requires street lane closures for conduit trenching and placement of DWP vaults. Work is anticipated to start on Friday, March 19, 2010 for approximately 8 weeks, weather permitting. Anticipated work hours are from 9:00am to 3:00pm and 9:00pm to 6:00am. Saturday work is anticipated between the hours of 8:00am and 6:00pm. Work will be conducted on the Northbound side of Sepulveda Boulevard between Montana Avenue and Sunset Boulevard Intersection closures will be implemented as follows for approximately 5 days at each location:
· Work is anticipated to start on March 29th, 2010 at Sepulveda Boulevard and Homedale Street.

· Work is anticipated to start on March 31st, 2010 at Sepulveda Boulevard and alleyway (south of Bronwood Avenue).  

· Work is anticipated to start on April 2nd, 2010 at Sepulveda Boulevard and Bronwood Avenue.

· Eastbound traffic on Exposition Boulevard will be detoured at Normandie Avenue.
· Westbound traffic on Exposition Boulevard will be detoured at Figueroa Street.
· Directional signage will be used to safely direct drivers around the construction zones in order to minimize the disruption to traffic.
