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Pacific Electric Right-of-Way/West Santa Ana Branch Corridor Alternatives Analysis
The Southern California Association of Governments (SCAG), in close coordination with and the Orange County Transportation Authority (OCTA) and our agency has initiated an Alternatives Analysis (AA) for the Pacific Electric Right-of-Way (PE ROW) / West Santa Ana Branch Corridor. The AA will examine potential transit improvements along the corridor to address the mobility and quality of life needs of southeast Los Angeles County and northwest Orange County. A Steering Committee and a Technical Advisory Committee will be established to provide support and input. There will also be a series of community workshops at key stages of the AA to share information and solicit input from the residents, businesses and other stakeholders along the corridor. At the conclusion of the AA in Fall 2011, a Locally Preferred Alternative will be recommended.    

The 20-mile-long ROW runs in a northwest to southeast alignment between the City of Paramount in Los Angeles County and the City of Santa Ana in Orange County. The study area involves 21 cities and the counties of Los Angeles and Orange. The AA will examine options for connecting to the Metro Blue Line, Metro Green Line and Los Angeles Union Station on the northern end and to the Santa Ana Regional Transportation Center and Orange County Metrolink Service on the southern end.

Metro Gold Line Eastside Four Quadrant Gates Project 

Procurement will release a Request for Proposals (RFP) next week to procure engineering and design services for the Metro Gold Line Eastside Four Quadrant Gates Project. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from April 6, 2010 to July 8, 2010.
We would like to install gated crossings at at-grade intersections along the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension and have identified 24 intersections which are not currently gated. This procurement requires the services of a qualified Contractor to provide design, engineering and rail control systems services necessary to secure California Public Utility Commission (CPUC) approvals and to complete construction bid drawings for the 24 intersections.
