I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project Online Media Briefing

This afternoon Media Relations facilitated an online media briefing on the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project.  Michael Barbour, Executive Officer, Highway Project Management and K.N. Murthy, Deputy Chief Capital Management Officer, provided a project overview and detailed major construction work planned for the demolition and reconstruction of the Sunset Bridge in West Los Angeles.  Traffic lane reconfiguration on Sunset Bridge is scheduled to take place this weekend, followed by several weeks of demolition preparation work.  The demolition schedule itself will be dependent on what the contractor encounters during the preparation activities.  Demolition could begin as early as the end of May. However, if bridge conditions require additional preparation work, demolition will be scheduled in June.  Media Relations also issued a news release on upcoming work for the demolition of Sunset Bridge.  Media stories are expected to run beginning today.

Traffic Impacts:
· Westbound Washington Boulevard traffic will be detoured at Los Angeles Street and eastbound Washington Boulevard traffic will be detoured at Trinity Street.

· Northbound Maple Avenue traffic will be detoured at 16th Street and southbound Maple Avenue traffic will be detoured at 20th Street.

· Electronic message boards, directional signage and flagmen will be used to safely direct drivers and pedestrians around the construction zones in order to minimize the disruption to traffic.

· Metro Blue Line trains will not operate north of Washington Station. However, buses will be used to transport passengers between Washington Station and 7th St./Metro Center.
