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BRU Hunger Strike Across Union Station
A reporter from Channel 34 today requested our reaction to the Bus Riders Union hunger strike to stop the fare change scheduled for July 1, 2010. After explaining that we are not proposing any new fare increase, but just trying to implement the second part of the fare change authorized by the Board of Directors in 2007, the reporter decided to put aside the story. However, channels 22/52, 62 and Mexicanal-TV and La Opinion (Spanish language), Metro Network Radio and KPFK Radio covered the hunger strike. Staff provided information to Telemundo stations (22/52) and La Opinion. Stories will run today and tomorrow.
Metro Hosts Quarterly Community Meeting on the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project
On May 20, 2010, the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening project team hosted a Quarterly Community Meeting to update stakeholders on the progress of construction. Approximately 50 people attended the meeting at the Getty Center’s Harold Williams Auditorium. Staff highlighted the upcoming Sunset Bridge demolition and reconstruction and responded to questions regarding traffic flow modifications across the bridge and in the surrounding neighborhoods. The new traffic configurations went into effect on Friday, May 7th, 2010, with demolition beginning in late June. In addition, Los Angeles Department of Water and Power staff presented information on their MWD LA-29 project, which is also under construction in the vicinity of the Sunset Bridge. Representatives from Supervisor Yaroslavsky, Councilmember Rosendahl, Councilmember Koretz and Assembly member Feurer’s offices were in attendance.
In addition to the Quarterly Meeting, the project team briefed the Westwood Hills Property Owner’s Association on May 17, 2010 regarding upcoming activities in the Sunset Segment. The briefing focused on the Sunset Bridge demolition and reconstruction. Approximately 20 people attended the briefing. Staff responded to concerns about the impacts of construction activities on neighborhood traffic flow and received suggestions on modifications to street signage and signal timing.
I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project Construction Update

As part of the pre-construction activities for the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Widening Project, the contractor will perform grinding and saw-cutting work on the right-hand shoulder of the southbound I-405 freeway between the I-10 and US-101 freeways beginning May 25, 2010 through June 10, 2010. This night-time work activity is designed to shave and level out the highway road pavement as part of construction. Night-time work activities for the two right freeway lane and ramp closures on the southbound I-405 freeway will start on the night of Tuesday, May 25, 2010 and is anticipated to last for approximately eleven nights, weather permitting. Lane and ramp closures will be from 10:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m., with the freeway open to thru traffic. Saw-cutting and grinding work activities will be conducted in segments along the I-405 freeway. Freeway segments for the upcoming weeks are scheduled as follows:
