Metro Small Business Bill Approved by Assembly Committees

Yesterday, Metro’s sponsored Senate Bill 1341 (Price), which would give a 5% bidding preference on certain state and locally funded contracts, was unanimously approved with bipartisan support by the Assembly Local Government Committee. The bill was also considered in the Assembly Transportation Committee and received bipartisan support and was approved 13-1 by the committee. The bill will be considered next on the Assembly Floor.

The Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension (MGLEE) project was presented with the 2010 Outstanding Project of the Year Award from the Underground Construction Association of Society for Mining, Metallurgy and Exploration (UCASME). Director of Construction Management, Fred Smith, a member of the UCASME, accepted the award on our behalf.
The award was presented at the North American Tunneling Conference that was held in Portland, Oregon June 20-23, 2010. This award recognizes the $898.8 million, 6-mile long MGLEE Light Rail Transit Project for the tunnel design, construction management and construction methods that were adopted which resulted in the successful completion of the tunnel segment with virtually no surface impact. The project opened on-time and within budget in November 2009, with over 4.25 million safe work hours without a single day-away from work accident.
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
