High Speed Rail

The California High Speed Rail Authority held its monthly meeting here at MTA today. Both Mayor Villaraigosa and I presented opening remarks in support of the California high speed rail program and its connection to mobility in the region and throughout the state. The Authority received reports on the Supplemental Alternatives Analysis Report for the Los Angeles to Anaheim segment and a Preliminary Alternatives Analysis Report on the Los Angeles to Palmdale segment. Both reports were accepted by the Authority Board. The Los Angeles to Anaheim segment report includes adding the Shared Track Alternative to the environmental review process. This alternative results from a letter Orange County Transportation Authority CEO Will Kempton and I sent to the Authority back in April.

Update: MBL Collision with Long Beach Police Vehicle

The Long Beach Police Department is expected to issue a statement later this evening regarding the Metro Blue Line (MBL) incident July 7 and updating news media on the condition of the police officer injured in the collision. Operations staff is conducting an internal investigation that will take into consideration the surrounding circumstances of the incident. We will keep you apprised of developments as the investigation continues.

Metro Orange Line Extension Construction Notice
