El Monte Temporary Bus Terminal to Open September 12

Media Relations issued a news release this afternoon noting that as part of the El Monte Station reconstruction project, all bus service will be moved from the existing bus terminal to a new temporary terminal beginning Sunday, September 12, 2010. The new temporary terminal includes 20 bus bays and is located near the intersection of Santa Anita and Ramona. The temporary terminal will be used for the duration of the construction process, which is estimated to last approximately 20 months. All bus service currently serving the El Monte Station will continue to operate using the new temporary terminal. The release also notes that customers should be aware that beginning at 11:00 p.m. on Friday, September 10, 2010, the El Monte Station parking structure at the rear of the property, and the adjacent parking lot, will be closed throughout construction. Parking will be available to the north and south of the temporary bus terminal, including a recently added parking lot. The $45 million El Monte Station construction project is part of the Congestion Reduction Demonstration Program known as ExpressLanes and is funded by a $210 million federal grant by the U.S. Department of Transportation.
