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Media Inquiry into Metro vs. Tutor-Saliba-Perini Case

Media Relations received a call from a reporter with the Los Angeles Daily Journal regarding recent actions taken in the Tutor-Saliba-Perini case. County Counsel advised us to issue the following statement to the reporter: 

We are pleased a six week trial between Metro and Red Line construction contractor Tutor-Saliba-Perini, J.V. ("TSP") has been avoided. Metro has agreed to resolve the remaining TSP claims and to dismiss the remaining false claims allegations that were to be decided in the pending trial. The litigation will now be limited to entering judgment, which includes the prior jury verdict in favor of Metro on TSP violations of the California False Claims Act and appeal by both sides of the Court's pretrial orders relating to other monetary and false claims.

Transit Service Bureau Recognized by National Association for Equal Justice In America (NAEJA)

Last night, Metro Transit Services Bureau Sheriff’s Deputies Kevin Hom, Mark Kang, Kim Lam, Ramiro Ramos and Michael Thibodeaux were recognized by the National Association for Equal Justice in America (NAEJA) in the City of Compton for the recent arrest of the tagging group PCN “Painters Causing Nightmares.” Chairperson Leon Harper made the special presentation and thanked the deputies for their great work. Damages are estimated at $300,000 to railroad bridges, murals and freeways overpasses. The damage to Metro Rail property amounts to about $30,000. Also in attendance was Chief Hourie Taylor from the Compton Unified School Police as well as Craig Cornwell, City of Compton attorney. Channel 11 was present at the event.
Metro Orange Line Extension Project Briefing

I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project
