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Service Restored on Metro Gold Line

Metro Gold Line service has been restored between Allen Station and the Sierra Madre Villa station in Pasadena. Metro Gold Line trains are operating on a single track through this area with delays up to 15 minutes on this portion of the track. Patrons will be required to exit the train at Allen station and board another Gold Line train to complete their trip to Sierra Madre Villa Station. The second track in the same area was damaged due to the big-rig accident this morning and will remain out of service until further notice so that crews can repair the track. There is up to a five minute service delay along the remaining portion of the Metro Gold Line from Allen Station to the Atlantic Station in East Los Angeles.
