SR-60 High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV or carpool) Lane Opens to Traffic from the San Gabriel River Freeway (I-605) to the Orange Freeway (SR-57) 

This morning, Supervisor and Board Chair Don Knabe joined Caltrans District Director Mike Miles and California Highway Patrol Captain Dan Minor for the opening of the westbound Pomona Freeway (SR-60) High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) lane from the San Gabriel River Freeway (I-605) to the Orange Freeway (SR-57), completing a $122.6 million project that added 11.5 miles of new HOV lanes in both directions, including the widening of several ramps and construction of sound walls at various locations. The eastbound HOV lane opened on September 27, 2010. HOV lanes save users an average of one minute per mile vs. mixed-flow lanes. Each vehicle in an HOV lane removes two cars from the mixed-flow lanes, reducing congestion and improving highway speeds. A reporter with KNX radio interviewed Chair Knabe. The demolition of the northern half of the Skirball Center Drive Bridge continues to progress ahead of schedule. Kiewit Infrastructure West Co., the construction contractor for the I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project, plans to conclude demolition activities tonight, completing this work in three nights instead of the projected five. For tonight’s final night of demolition, the contractor will demolish the span of the Skirball Bridge that is located over the northbound Skirball Center Drive off-ramp. The updated schedule and closures for tonight’s work activity is as follows:
