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Metro Blue Line/Expo Weekend Construction Work Update & Rock & Roll Half Marathon Bus Detours

Today, Media Relations issued a news release noting that Metro Bus and Rail service will be impacted by detours and delays in the downtown Los Angeles area beginning tonight at 9:00 p.m. until Monday, October 25th. The detours and delays are due to the continuous construction work to tie-in the tracks of the future Expo Line with the Metro Blue Line (MBL) and the Rock & Roll Half Marathon to be held on Sunday, October 24th. The release notes that MBL passengers will experience up to 40-minute delays due to the full closure of the MBL in downtown Los Angeles. We will provide bus shuttle service between the Washington Station and the 7th St./Metro Center Station. Rail service from Washington Station to Long Beach Transit Mall will not be affected. We expect to have the MBL service restored on Monday before rush hour between Washington and 7th St./Metro Center Stations. Should any unforeseen delay occur, the bus shuttle service will continue in operation with buses running between Washington and 7th St./Metro Center stations.

Also due to the planned Rock & Roll Half Marathon to be held Sunday, October 24, Metro Bus service will be impacted. The Marathon is set to start in Griffith Park and will take runners past the Silverlake Reservoir, down Sunset Boulevard, along the edge of Echo Park Lake, and finish at L.A. LIVE in downtown Los Angeles. The closure of streets and detours will begin around 6:00 a.m. Metro Bus Lines to be impacted by the Rock & Roll Half Marathon will be 2, 4, 10, 14, 16, 18, 20, 26, 28, 37, 48, 51, 53, 55, 60, 62, 66, 70, 71, 78, 79, 81, 83, 90, 91, 92, 94, 96, 200, 201, 439, 442, 445, 460, 485, 487, 603, 770, and 910. Metro Bus service will return to regular service as soon as the streets are reopened.
