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Media Inquiry Regarding Westside Subway Extension Project

The Los Angeles Times has inquired about tunneling concerns raised by members of the Beverly Hills community for the Westside Subway Extension Project, particularly concerning tunneling under private property, potential noise and vibration and the presence of oil fields underneath Beverly Hills High School. Staff reported that the existing Metro Red/Purple Line subway today travels underneath multiple residential and commercial properties, and the agency does not receive complaints regarding subway noise or vibration. During the draft environmental analysis, known oil fields and documented active or abandoned oil wells have been identified from oil maps, and initial analysis indicated that the oil fields are much deeper than the potential subway tunnels. If any unmapped or unknown wells are encountered during construction, there are established procedures regulated by government agencies for dealing with them safely. Both alignments and station options in Century City will be carried forward in the Final Environmental Impact Statement/Report to further analyze these and other issues, and Metro will work closely with the community in its analysis. Overall, Metro has a successful track record building tunnels on the existing Metro system, which includes the Metro Red Line segment to North Hollywood and tunnels for the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension, which was constructed on time and on budget with no measurable surface subsidence. Government Relations staff also briefed a Times Washington bureau reporter on the funding scenarios for the 30/10 Initiative. The story is expected to run over the weekend.
