Roll-Up Door Maintenance Services  

Procurement will release an Invitation for Bids, IFB No. OP33442634, Roll-Up Door Maintenance Services next week to provide roll-up, fire and glass/aluminum door installation, repair and preventive maintenance services throughout Metro bus and rail transit facilities. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from November 1, 2010 through February 1, 2010.

This procurement is necessary because these doors provide safety and security for the locations occupied.

New Light Rail Vehicles
Procurement will release a Request for Proposals, RFP No. P3010, on November 1, 2010, to procure New Light Rail Vehicles. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from November 1, 2010 through September 2011.

The Board approved release of RFP P3010 for New Light Rail Vehicles (LRV) at its October Board Meeting, to procure 78 LRV’s, and up to an addition 157 LRV’s in four separate options. The RFP will include terms and conditions and incentive evaluation elements that address a local jobs program, an additional U.S. component program, a Metro managed DBE Anticipated Level of Participation, and Clean Air and Water requirements that are consistent with rules and statutes of Southern California Air Quality Management District.
