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Up to $20 Million in ARRA Funds Potentially at Risk for Ten Los Angeles County Cities

I-405 Community Advisory Committee Meeting

The I-405 Community Advisory Committee (CAC) met on Wednesday to discuss the proposed relocation of the Skirball Center Drive on- and off-ramps to the I-405 freeway. At previous meetings, CAC members had expressed concern about the ramp relocation and the potential impacts this move could have to surface street traffic in the Sepulveda Pass. In response to these concerns, we asked the engineering firm HNTB to perform an independent assessment of the ramp relocation. The results of this study were presented to the CAC on Wednesday night. At the meeting, staff reported that, according to HNTB’s study, ramp relocation is expected to reduce congestion and improve travel time for area drivers. While some CAC members remained concerned about the move, other meeting participants complimented the I-405 team on the clarity of the presentation. At the end of the meeting, staff stated that construction on the relocated ramps will proceed in December.

Metro released Request for Proposals (RFP) No. P3010, for New Light Rail Vehicles on November 1, 2010. As of November 12, 2010, 71 firms have received the RFP documents via our Procurement internet website.

Staff is currently fielding a few questions from interested parties and providing clarifications to the specification requirements.
