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Media Inquiries Regarding the 2015 HOV to HOT Conversion Feasibility Study

The Los Angeles Times, KABC News and Channel 52 inquired today regarding the Los Angeles County 2015 High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) to High Occupancy Toll (HOT) Conversion Feasibility Study that will be presented to the Ad-Hoc Congestion Pricing Committee this week. Staff told the reporter that the preliminary study has recommended five corridors that should be explored further for the installations of HOT lanes. The purpose of the study was to assess freeway corridors in Los Angeles County for the feasibility of converting HOV facilities into HOT lanes. The Study identifies those corridors within Los Angeles County that would be appropriate for more detailed feasibility assessments for HOV to HOT conversions in the relatively near term, considered to be within a five year horizon, or by December 2015. Stories are expected to run tonight and tomorrow.

First Anniversary of the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension 

A reporter with Eastern Group Publications requested information on the first anniversary of the Metro Gold Line Eastside Extension. The reporter was given current ridership statistics and was told that since opening the segment there have been seven minor accidents involving trains on the extension. The reporter was also informed that the segment was built on-time and on-budget and has won several awards for project design and safety. A story is expected to run on Thursday.
