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Geotechnical Testing Begins for Westside Subway Extension

Our contractors will begin geotechnical testing on Monday for the Westside Subway Extension Final Environmental Statement/Final Environmental Impact Report (FEIS/FEIR). A variety of tests will be performed over the next 2-3 months to determine soil and seismic conditions along the Locally Preferred Alternative (LPA) approved by the Board in October.  

We are focusing initially on the Beverly Hills, Century City and Westwood areas to assist with resolving outstanding station location and tunnel alignment questions. We are working with the Cities of Los Angeles and Beverly Hills to obtain permits for all work on city streets. We have also contacted the Beverly Hills Unified School District to obtain access to Beverly Hills High School property as well as the Los Angeles Country Club to obtain access to the golf course for testing.

Information about specific tests will be provided in advance to residents and businesses closest to the work locations. It will also be sent electronically to leaders of stakeholder groups in the area for them to distribute. We will also post information on the project web page and a story has also been posted to The Source at the following link: http://thesource.metro.net/2010/12/09/westside-subway-project-soil-and-seismic-testing-to-begin/
The Board will be provided with information on the analysis and conclusions from the geotechnical testing when it is available. In early summer, we anticipate releasing the FEIS/EIR for public review.
