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Media Promotes Safety During Expo Train Testing

About a dozen media outlets today covered the start of train testing on a portion of the Expo light rail line between the 23rd station and the La Cienega station and urged the public to watch for trains and be safe. Stories are being reported today on KABC, KTLA and Fox-TV and on Metro Networks radio, KPCC, KCRW, USC Annenberg School of Communications, City News Service, Korea Daily and other media outlets. 
Today an empty train car was pulled along at slow speeds by a high rail vehicle to check for clearance and overhead testing. The power system should be energized later this month so that trains can run on their own power as testing ensues for a few months.

CicLAvia Event 

Media Relations has issued a news release announcing bus service impacts related to the Sunday, April 10, 2011 CicLAvia event in Los Angeles. Metro patrons should anticipate bus detours and delays to service, as well as the temporary relocation of bus stops along the CicLAvia route. See news release for a listing of affected bus lines. Available Metro Red/Purple Line stations along the route include: Vermont/Santa, Vermont/Beverly, Wilshire/Vermont, Westlake/MacArthur Park, 7th/Metro, Pershing Square and Civic Center Stations. The Little Tokyo/Arts District Metro Gold Line Station is also near the route as it passes from Downtown L.A. to East Los Angeles and back.

Dodger Stadium Express Bus Service 
The Dodger Stadium Express bus service resumed operation last Thursday for the 2011 baseball season and carried a record-breaking number of baseball fans on opening day with a total ridership of 3,064. This is an increase of 9% compared to last year – in addition to the 8,283 fans who used the service during opening weekend. Overall, we are transporting more passengers this year compared to last year.
Fans were glad to save a few bucks, reduce their traffic headaches and go green, thanks to a generous $450,000 grant from the Mobile Source Air Pollution Reduction Review Committee (MSRC) and strong support from Supervisor, Michael Antonovich. The bus service connects sports fans from Los Angeles Union Station to Dodger Stadium for the 84 scheduled home games this season.
For the first time, the grant also funds Metrolink to add late-night service between Union Station and Santa Clarita and Chatsworth for 54 games. This means Dodger fans living in the Valley or Ventura and points north can easily take transit to the games.      

Last year, the Dodger Stadium Express carried more than 122,000 passengers. Sports fans throughout Los Angeles and other counties such as Orange, Riverside, San Bernardino and Ventura used the service with some fans coming from as far away as Santa Barbara, San Diego and even New York City.
