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Metrolink Pre-Express Train Safety Blitz 
Metrolink made news last month when it announced that new express service on the Antelope Valley and San Bernardino lines would save daily commuters up to five hours a week by limiting the number of times the trains stop. In preparation for the May 9, 2011 launch of Metrolink's first express trains, Metrolink, in coordination with Operation Lifesaver and L.A. County Sheriffs, will be targeting stations along these lines with educational messages on rail safety. Metrolink has also invited media to experience its express train safety blitz as passengers are given educational materials and reminded of rail safety rules in advance of the new express trains. This is part of a comprehensive public outreach safety plan in advance of Metrolink's first express trains.

To educate the public about rail safety in advance of new Metrolink express trains that do not stop at every station. The agency is taking extra precautions to alert passengers that express services means that not every train will stop at every station, and they should be alert, stay behind the line on the platform and not assume the train will stop.
