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Legislative Analyst’s Office Releases 2011-12 California Spending Plan 

Today, the Legislative Analyst's Office issued a report, “The Budget Package: 2011-12 California Spending Plan,” outlining California’s recently adopted state budget. The state budget anticipates a $2.6 billion operating surplus. The spending plan calls for $17.2 billion in funding for transportation programs, an increase of 15 percent over 2010-11. Approximately $330 million is allocated for the State Transit Assistance program to support transit projects. Although no Prop 1B funds are designated for local transit projects, the Governor estimates that $500 million will be available from allocations from previous years. $155 million is allocated to the High-Speed Rail Authority for planning, which includes a public outreach plan for the Bakersfield to Los Angeles segment and right-of-way acquisition for the nine proposed segments.
