Communications reports that as of November 2011, 26% of all web traffic visiting metro.net came from a mobile device (smart phone, cell phone, touch pad). With roughly one million plus visits per month, this equals approximately 250,000 visits from small devices each month. Mobile devices, specifically smart phones, are becoming more powerful –and are still more affordable than standard desktop or laptop computers. What devices are Metro customers using? Android and Apple devices take the lion’s share: 

Android – 57%

Apple (iPhone, iPad, iPod) – 38%

Blackberry – 2%

Other – 3%

In 2012, Creative Services web/interactive design staff will be looking to revisit the website’s code in an effort to be responsive to these various devices (the website was redesigned and launched in early 2010). Responsive means that website information will automatically format to the customer’s device (small screens, touch screens, or desktop computers).
