Metro ExpressLanes Program Construction Notice 
The Metro ExpressLanes Demonstration Project along the Harbor I-110 freeway will lessen congestion, improve travel choices, and maximize efficiency on a heavily traveled north-south corridor connecting the South Bay to downtown Los Angeles. The project will provide a new way to move traffic in Los Angeles County by converting the existing HOV (carpool) lanes on the I-110 freeway to ExpressLanes. Anticipated project completion is scheduled for fall 2012. 
Adams Boulevard Construction
As part of the Metro ExpressLanes Demonstration Project along the Harbor I-110 freeway, the contractor will conduct pot hole repair and saw-cutting, pavement and sidewalk removal, restoration of sidewalk, street replacement, and installation of pedestal foundation. Work will take place in the vicinity of Adams Boulevard between Figueroa Street and Grand Avenue in Los Angeles. Construction work will begin as early as Wednesday, December 21, 2011 and will continue through July 2012. Night work hours are scheduled approximately between 9:00 p.m. – 6:00 a.m., and day work is scheduled between 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m., Monday – Sunday, weather permitting.
