For the first quarter of the calendar year, Metro outreach and communications consultants will be engaged in the rollout of the Public Education and Scoping Program throughout the area previously evaluated in Caltrans preliminary geotechnical study in an area located between the I-10 and I-210. Initial activities of the consultant team are to locate suitable venues for a number of public meetings and commence a communications program that will provide both information and guidance to the public on the unfolding activities that lead to scoping.
