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Wilshire BRT Motion at City of Los Angeles Transportation Committee

Yesterday, the Los Angeles City Council Transportation Committee considered the Wilshire Bus Rapid Transit Project. Council had requested an update following action taken by the Board at the December 9, 2010 meeting removing the segment from Comstock to Selby from the project. At yesterday's meeting, the Committee requested us to consider an additional alternative of a contiguous 5.4 mile bus lane from South Park View Street to San Vicente Boulevard (east of Beverly Hills city border) and to conduct the necessary environmental analysis for this new proposed alternative. The matter is expected to be taken to the full Los Angeles City Council on January 21, 2011. We will be reporting back to the Board on the project later this month through a Board Box.
