The reporter was told that we have been responsive to their requests for information and have provided documents requested that were part of the Draft Environmental Impact Statement/Environment Impact Report (EIS/EIR) circulated late last year. In terms of documents requested as part of the Final EIS/EIR, County Counsel maintains that these are working documents currently being developed and that their premature release could compromise the Final EIS/EIR process. These documents will be available at the time the Final EIS/EIR is released for public review. The story is expected to run this weekend.
