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I-710 EIR/S Corridor Community Meetings 

 

Last week we concluded a series of community meetings regarding the I-710 Corridor EIR/EIS which is expected to be completed in Winter 2012.  The Transportation Subject Working Group (TSWG) met to discuss project updates on engineering, environmental, and community outreach efforts as well as updates on tolling studies, traffic forecasts, and highlights of key findings from Calstart concerning opportunities and challenges of creating a zero emissions freight corridor.  We also met with the I-710 Long Beach Oversight Committee (comprised of city council members) to provide similar updates and a review of the project alternatives under consideration.  The Press- Telegram covered the meeting and published a positive article.  We also met with the City of Commerce Local Advisory Committee to discuss the community members’ input on the refined geometrics in the north end of the project.  The series of meetings culminated on June 16 with the Corridor Advisory Committee meeting in Paramount to provide engineering/environmental updates and findings pertaining to potential urban design and aesthetics options.
