LRV Procurement Update

Procurement released its tenth Request for Proposals (RFP) Amendment on March 4, 2011, providing further clarification of the technical specification requirements of the light rail vehicle (LRV).

Staff still awaits a response from the Federal Transit Administration concerning approval of the four unique solicitation elements that were approved by the Board for Local Jobs and Additional U.S. Component Content programs, a Metro managed DBE program, and local environmental rules for LRV production. In the absence of a formal response staff will evaluate two Alternate approaches; an unconventional approach with the four items until May 31, 2011, and a conventional path if no approval is obtained. The due date for all proposals remains April 11, 2011.
