The report should note that in January 2011 average weekday boardings on Metro Rail were 298,180 compared to 273,756 in January 2010. Media Relations staff over the phone gave statistics to a researcher for combined bus and rail ridership, (1,385,083 average weekday boardings compared to 1,324,006 boardings a year ago) but it appears CBS is just showing a train so they’ll just go with rail ridership.
