This afternoon, the Los Angeles Police Department detonated a suspicious object in a tree near the Metro Gold Line Little Tokyo station tracks at 1st & Alameda. Metro Gold Line trains were turned back at Union Station to the north and Pico Aliso Station to the south. Metro provided a bus bridge to transport Gold Line passengers around the incident scene. LAPD is still conducting their investigation and the Bomb Squad was on scene. Various media outlets covered the incident and contacted Media Relations regarding the event. Service on the Metro Gold Line resumed about 3:00 p.m. Stories are expected to air this afternoon and tonight.
