	Last week’s Women in Transportation (WTS) 2011 Scholarship and Awards dinner included the presentation of its Innovative Transportation Solutions Award to Metro’s Visa-TAP & Visa-TAP for Access Services (ASI) Programs. The two co-branded Visa-TAP programs are considered enhancements in fare technology and payment systems that are being introduced to the transit community in the form of a prepaid debit card. The Visa-TAP card addresses, among other things, the needs of those who do not have traditional banking relationships with commercial financial institutions (banks, credit unions, etc.) and focus on the disabled paratransit community. Both of these programs enable the consumer to use the TAP smart chip embedded in the one card to seamlessly ride Metro transit and Municipal carriers participating in the TAP program while providing benefits to the under- or unbanked community. The Visa-TAP and Visa-TAP for ASI prepaid card programs are the first of its kind in the United States. 
Also recognized at the event was WTS Woman of the Year, Therese McMillan, Federal Transit Administration’s (FTA) Deputy Administrator who was presented the award by our Executive Director of Countywide Planning, Martha Welborne. The Employer of the Year award was presented to Santa Monica’s Big Blue Bus and multiple scholarships to deserving graduate, undergraduate and high school students were also awarded.
