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	Shots Fired at Metro Bus
At approximately 1:35 p.m. this afternoon, our bus operations reported that shots were fired at our Local 117 bus as it traveled eastbound on Century Boulevard at Normandie Avenue in Los Angeles. The bus operator reported that she was boarding a wheelchair patron at the time that the shots were fired. The Los Angeles Sheriff’s Department (LASD) reported that although shots struck the bus' windshield and the door panel, the bus was not the target. Also, a suspect described as a male Hispanic was reported last seen running from the location with a handgun. City News and Fox 11 are covering the incident, with stories expected to run later this afternoon. LASD is still investigating this incident. 
Westside Subway Extension Fact Sheet on Recent Technical Reports
In our continuing outreach for the Westside Subway Extension, we mailed a fact sheet last week to Beverly Hills, Century City and portions of Westwood. The fact sheet provides a summary of the two technical reports presented last month to the Planning & Programming Committee. It also notes that copies of the technical reports have been placed in the Beverly Hills and Westwood public libraries and also informs the public where they can find the reports and other information online. The Tunneling Safety and Fault Investigation Reports were prepared in response to a board motion from October 2010 and to address concerns about subway planning in this specific area. The reports' technical data are being used to complete the Environment Impact Statement/Report (EIS/EIR). I-405 Sepulveda Pass Improvements Project 
The contractor for the I-405 Improvements Project has begun to prepare to temporarily widen the freeway near the Mulholland Bridge in order to support the development of a construction work zone at the center of the freeway. A bridge falsework structure will get erected temporarily to support the reconstruction of the Mulholland Bridge. The temporary widening of both directions of the freeway near the Mulholland Bridge will entail roadway repaving work and the re-striping of freeway lanes. This work required closure of the northbound Skirball on-ramp during this past weekend and will require full directional freeway closures for four nights during this week.
