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Media Alert – Los Angeles Times Story on Transportation Enhancements Activities (TEA) Program

The Los Angeles Times is preparing a story which looks at efforts by Congress to do away with a federal mandate that a percentage of highway funds go toward a Transportation Enhancements Activities (TEA) program. The reporter indicated that Congressional Republicans are proposing that the decision be left up to individual states on whether they want to use the funds for transportation enhancements or for other transportation projects such as highway construction. The reporter spoke to our staff today and received a list of projects throughout Los Angeles County that have been funded under the TEA program since 1994.  For a complete list of projects, please click here. The projects range from bus stop improvements in Glendora to pedestrian enhancements and improvements in Claremont. Staff reported that the TEA program has been very successful and expressed appreciation for the flexibility of being able to use these funds for a wide variety of important transportation enhancement projects throughout the region. Additionally, staff mentioned that the program has received broad community based support over the last 25 years. The story may run later this week.
