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Daily News Inquires about Metro’s Mitigation Efforts for Residents Using the Mulholland Bridge During the Beginning of School Year

A reporter with the Daily News inquired about the traffic impacts for commuters and residents using the Mulholland Bridge to access the I-405 freeway and local schools. Community Relations staff explained Metro is working with the Los Angeles Department of Transportation (LADOT) to monitor traffic conditions; signage is placed at key locations to deter morning commute traffic from accessing local streets. The Mulholland Bridge is reduced to one lane in each direction because of reconstruction which will last for approximately two years. Outreach was made to a broad array of stakeholders about the potential impacts of congestion with the beginning of school. In addition, an LADOT traffic control officer is initially being utilized at the intersection of Mulholland Drive and Skirball Center Dr. to aid with the anticipated backup. The story is expected to run this weekend.

As part of the continuing construction of the Metro Orange Line Extension, the Contractor will be constructing the busway and bikeway along the easterly side of Canoga Ave. These activities require the reconfiguration of traffic lanes and the placement of concrete barriers (k-rail) to isolate the work zone. Steel Wheels

Procurement will release an Invitation for Bid (IFB) next week to procure 324 Steel Wheels for the Red Line Rail Vehicles. The procurement process blackout is expected to run from September 9, through November 18, 2011.

 

The Steel Wheels are used on the Red Line vehicles. The wheels are inspected and replaced on the vehicle when they have reached their wear tolerance limits. This procurement is to ensure replacement wheels are available at all times to avoid disruption in service.

Master Overhaul Kits

Procurement will release an IFB next week to procure Master Overhaul Kits. The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from September 2, 2011 through December 30, 2011.

Master Overhaul kits will be used to overhaul the B500R WTEC transmissions used in the NABI bus fleet.  Award of a contract will provide a commitment from the supplier to ensure availability at a fixed, competitive price.

Design-Build Automated Portable Toilet at Artesia Transit Center

Procurement will release an IFB next week to procure design and build construction services to install an automated portable toilet at the Artesia Transit Center.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from September 8, 2011 through December 21, 2011.

The Work specified in this Contract consists of designing and installing an ADA accessible, double unit, automated portable toilet with self cleaning capabilities, for public use at the Artesia Transit Center.  Work includes designing, engineering, and preparing the site for the installation of the fabricated portable toilet unit.  An exception to the Metro Public Restroom Policy has been approved because the Artesia Transit Center has no adjacent public restrooms available.

Property Appraisal Services
Procurement will release a Request for Qualifications (RFQ) next week to procure appraisal services.  The procurement process blackout period is expected to run from September 6, 2011 through December 23, 2011.

Services are required to permit LACMTA to contract for outside appraisal services from qualified consultants.  It is anticipated that several transit projects will be implemented simultaneously over the next five years which will require the appraisal of approximately 393 parcels of land as well as the potential for specialty appraisal services (i.e. fixtures and equipment, goodwill, etc.) for approximately 226 businesses.

In order to meet the individual project schedules, it will be necessary to contract for outside appraisal services.  The internal Real Estate Appraisal staff will be assigned primary responsibility to schedule, review and approve the appraisal reports prepared by the outside consultants.  A "Bench" of qualified consultants with the expertise in Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice (USPAP), federal and state appraisal policies and procedures must be established to provide the Real Estate Department necessary resources to support the various projects.
