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Expo Line Phase 2 Groundbreaking Ceremony

This morning, Chair Villaraigosa and Directors Yaroslavsky, O’Connor, Ridley-Thomas, Katz and I gathered in Santa Monica to commemorate the groundbreaking of the Expo Line Phase II project. The $1.5 billion, 6.6-mile light rail extension will connect Culver City and Santa Monica mostly along an Exposition Boulevard right-of-way, and is planned for opening in 2015. The second phase of the Expo Line will include seven new stations and is funded mostly by the Measure R half-cent sales tax. Metro Media Relations provided several news interviews to offer perspective on how the new rail line would fit in with the broader Metro system within Los Angeles County. Numerous media attended, with stories expected to run today and tomorrow.

Communications Wins Four Awards from APTA

The American Public Transportation Association’s (APTA) annual “Adwheel” competition, which recognizes excellence in transit marketing, has cited Metro’s Communications department with First Place awards in four categories. The current overall “Go Metro” campaign took top honors in the digital media category, while efforts to build awareness of 5-1-1 placed first in the outdoor advertising category. In addition, a series of posters in our rail cars promoting various destinations on the system was honored in the print area, while “The Source,” our innovative news journal on metro.net, topped the transit blog category.
