Media Relations issued a news advisory to support notice of construction activity for the Expo Line systems integration work scheduled for this weekend. Blue Line stations in downtown Los Angeles will close at 7 p.m. on Saturday, January 7, 2012 and Sunday, January 8, 2012. The five stations impacted are 7th/Metro Center, Pico, Grand, San Pedro, and Washington stations. Buses instead of trains will shuttle passengers between Washington Station and 7th & Metro Center. Daytime service to downtown Los Angeles stations will continue until 7:00 p.m. each day. Blue Line service between Washington Station and Long Beach Transit Mall will not be affected and will continue normal operations. Major construction to integrate the two rail lines began in early 2010. Nearing completion, construction involved road paving, installation of interlockings and cables, operational signage, and remodeling the entrances to Pico Station to improve safety during events at Staples Center, L.A.
